6.1. The system of the competition is determined by FINSO and the organizing
committee of the tournament, depending on the number of players.

6.1.1. If the number of players is <14, "round robin" is used. In the case of
less than 8 participants, the competition takes place in two rounds for all
participants.

6.1.2. With the number of players from 15 to 21 (inclusive), the competitions
are held according to the "round robin system" and consist of two stages:
qualifying and final. The total number of winning parties ranges from 9 to 12.
